The photographs are depicting a few areas you may well remember:

1. This is the sign at the bottom of the road leading up to the school.  The site is used by the Malaysian Commando Unit and the Intelligence Corps.

2. This is the first view you get coming up the driveway and shows that the Biology Classroom and Sports Room are missing.  They were both “blown away” along with the left hand end of the boys dormitory in a severe storm a few years ago.

3. The Heads house still stands but it’s lounge is now the Officers Mess and has big windows looking over the area where the School Farm was situated.  It is next to the Classroom which was next to the boys dormitory.

4. The Boys Dormitory with the left hand part which was damaged in the storm but now a Car Port.

5. A shot of the Girls Dormitory.

6. The Classroom at the Girls Dorm end of the play ground.

7. A few of the Nissan Hut Classrooms still remain but have newer building around them.

8. The four of us at Lunch in the officers Mess.  They had English and Malaysian dishes so that we were well catered for.

9. The Main Hall does not look very different from when I was there.  The glass door at the right hand end which led to the teachers dining area has been replaced by a solid door.
